Just a few things to get out of the way 

before we start: 

 

1. Registration: 

Enclosed are the forms needed for registration.  All the information 

we need to register swimmers with USA swimming is now contained 

on the one registration form.  Please note that we need swimmers 

FULL name, date of birth, and citizenship.  If you are new to the team 

or moving up to a competitive team for the first time 

(Marlins/Rays/Sharks/Barracudas), we will need a copy of your Birth 

Certificate.

2. Fees: 

The fees are slightly increased from last year: 

$630.00 for Competitive Team- Barracuda/Shark/Ray     

$470.00 for Competitive Team –Marlin  

(now includes USA swim    registration cost) 

$420.00 for Pre-Competitive/Recreational Team- Dolphin 

 $240.00 for Pre-Competitive/Recreational Team-Minnows                    

 

Discounts: 

 $50 discount per family with two swimmers 

 $100 discount per family with 3+ swimmers 

 $100 discount for HS swimmers who pay a “pay to play” fee  

 

You may split the cost over 3 months by submitting 3 checks, two 

postdated to 20OCT2010 and 20NOV2010. 

 



 

3. Practice: 

The Practice schedule is also attached.  The first day of practice is 

Monday, September 19, 2011 for the Marlins, Rays, Sharks and 

Barracudas only.  The Dolphins and Minnows will start the week of 

September 26th. 

 

Due to the large number of practices we have to cancel due to HS meets 

(most often held on Tuesdays and Fridays), we have made the following 

change to the schedule.  There will be one group of Minnows and they will 

practice for one hour on Wednesday, 4:30-5:30.  We will split them in 

smaller groups to work on specific skills.  We will use the Friday 4:30-5:30 

timeslot as a make-up day for teams that are missing too many practices due 

to HS meets as necessary.    
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
